Then,
travel to the American Bald Eagle Foundation,
an interpretive wildlife display and education
center, and learn about these majestic birds and
other birds of prey.

DAY 12 Tuesday 15 July 2025
Tracy Arm Fjord

Enjoy the spectacular scenery as we cruise
Tracey Arm Fjord this morning.

DAY 13 Wednesday 16 July 2025
Juneau

This morning, we dock in Juneau, the capital

of Alaska. Juneau was founded in 1880 by
prospectors going to the gold rushes. We will
tour the highlights of the city, before travelling
to the beautiful Mendenhall Glacier, one of 38
glaciers flowing from the massive 1,500-square-
mile Juneau Icefield.

DAY 14 Thursday 17 July 2025

Sitka

Witness Alaska’s remarkable animal kingdom
with a tour that includes bald eagles at the
Alaska Raptor Center, brown bears at the
Fortress of the Bear sanctuary and a menagerie
of sea creatures at the Sitka Sound Science
Center. Then, enjoy a brief sightseeing tour of
Sitka. Pass many of the Russian and American
sites including the beautifully restored Russian
Bishop’s House, St. Michael’s Russian Orthodox
Cathedral, both of which date back to the days
when Sitka was the Russian colonial capital, and
the WWII-era Fort Ray Historic District

Misty Fjord

Fjord this morning.

beautiful Butchart Gardens, one of the most
stunning gardens in the world. Jennie Butchart
began to shape this landscape in 1904 in an
abandoned limestone quarry. She established
the dramatic sunken garden as part of the early
20th-century beautification movement. The
gardens retain much of the original design and
continues the tradition of seasonally changing
the outstanding floral displays.

DAY 18 Monday 21 July 2025
Disembark/Vancouver

We disembark this morning in Seattle and enjoy
a coach trip to Vancouver. Upon arrival we enjoy
a tour of this beautiful city. We drive through
the 1,000- acre Stanley Park, then step out for

a look at the exceptional collection of totem
poles at Lions Gate Bridge. We visit historic Gas
Town, site of Vancouver’s original settlement,
Chinatown, the Vancouver Lookout and more.
We check into our hotel this afternoon.

Vancouver

We continue our sightseeing of Vancouver with
a tour to the Capilano Canyon and walk across
the Capilano Suspension Bridge. There will be
time in the park to enjoy the gorge and forest
including the cliff top walk.
